* More profile and awareness within the sports and tennis community




Benefits & Opportunities

* Increase opportunities for pupils

» Raise the schools profile in the community

« Share facilities and equipment

» Expert coaches delivering in school to work with teachers

 Delivery of Out of School Hours Clubs

» Healthier and more physically active pupils

» Higher standards across the school

* Increase awareness of exit routes for players, coaches and volunteers
